Animals
must have been vaccinated 30 days prior to the first show date. Exhibitors will be required to display to the Secretary,
health certificates as required by the Connecticut Department of Agriculture. New USDA Health Requirement:
Official 1.D. premise number or scrapie certification tag number. NO ANIMALSARE To BE UNLOADED UNTIL THE
SECRETARY HAS SEEN THESE DOCUMENTS. ANIMAL'SEAR TAG MUST MATCH CERTIFICATES.
2. The committee reserves the right to decline any entry when in the opinion of the committee it would be in the best
interests of the Fair to do so.
3. Exhibitors will be required to display to the secretary health certificates as required by the Connecticut Department
of Agriculture.
